Overview 
General public involvement efforts related to the 2040 Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), were 
implemented public participation methods and strategies in accordance with the Public Participation Plan 
(PPP) first adopted in August 2005 and revised in August 2012. The PPP is a document that addresses 
public participation for plans and programs of the Urban Area’s transportation planning process.  This 
policy, along with many other MPO documents, is available to the public online 
at http://trans.wpcog.org/.    

The PPP is a flexible framework for public participation on all MPO plans and studies and was 
developed in consultation with stakeholders and members of the public. Because of its broad coverage 
and long-range nature, the LRTP public participation process was conducted in accordance with the 
highest level of public participation as outlined in the PPP.  

In total, the public comment period was open from August 27, 2013 thru November 26, 2013.   

Outreach Methods 
Methods of outreach for the meeting included press releases, a newspaper ad, flyers (Figures C-1 & C-2), 
and e-mail messages. These items contained the following information:  

• Instructions for submitting comments and the due date  
• Contact information for questions or additional information  
• Information about the public open house (date, time, and location)

Local Staff and Elected Officials 
Representatives of the cities and towns within the MPO were notified about the public open house via e-
mail. E-mail notices were also sent to MPO technical and policy board members; representatives of 
stakeholder agencies; and interested parties. 

Public Open Houses 
During development of the document, public involvement included public open houses on August 27, 
2013 and November 26, 2013. These open houses met the following considerations:  
 

• The meeting time and its drop-in format allowed both those with traditional daytime work 
schedules and those with evening work schedules to attend.  

• The building and room complied with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act. 
Special services such as translation were available in advance notice, in accordance with the 
policies of the MPO, however these services were not requested.  

MPO staff created placards to display at the open house whose content included general information 
about the MPO and the LRTP process along with information on each of the main elements of the plan. 
In all, 23 people attended the public open house on August 27, 2013 (Figure C-6 ) while only 9 attended 
on November 26, 2013.

Kelly, a few thoughts (and questions): 
  

•         Do you also use Census block groups and blocks, in addition to tracts and TAZs? 
  

•         The EJ Section looks very good to me, but “older populations” aren’t EJ populations. FHWA’s 
Title VI Nondiscrimination program covers race, color, national origin, sex, age and disability, so 
we tend to look at older populations under Title VI (“generally”) instead of EJ, which is just 
minority and low-income populations. To the extent that you can, you should collect data on 
and map: 

o   Race/ethnicity (one map on total minority, then individual maps for each race/ethnicity 
present) 

o   National Origin (think of this one from an LEP standpoint… Identify the different language 
groups in the MPO area … Census Tables B16001 and B16004 are the ones Community 
Studies uses here at NCDOT. They also created a Demographic Tool that can be 
forwarded to you to look over or use) 

o   Age (identifying concentrations of seniors AND children (different age groups) can affect 
your outreach and planning) 

o   Disability (you may already collect this data because of ADA and pedestrian facilities) 
o   Gender (I haven’t seen much guidance on gender. Ways this could apply that come to 

mind include facilities that primarily serve women (medical, shelters, etc.), as well as an 
overlap between gender and income, where some single-mother households might also 
be low-income.  

  
•         Just because older populations aren’t EJ populations doesn’t mean you can’t consider whether 

they (or any other group or community) are disproportionately affected by an action or decision, 
which is largely what disparate impacts are, under Title VI.  
  

•         Do you do all the data collection and analysis for the entire MPO, or do any of the other 
member agencies have people that collect local data? They could assist you in pinpointing any of 
the populations (or facilities) mentioned above, if they don’t already.
